· Audit - This 3-person committee meets per PTA Unit By-Laws to audit the PTA financial records in April and reports out at May PTA Meeting.    
· Awards and Recognition - This committee can apply for grants and the many recognitions/awards offered through the State and National PTA (except for the Founder's Day Award).
· Book Fair – Help publicize, set-up and sell book fair products twice a year.
· Building Council Representative - Work with teachers, administrators, staff and other parents on important issues such as health, safety and character education. 
· Bulletin Board – Create and maintain the PTA bulletin board with PTA news and events.
· By–Laws - The By-Laws committee meets every 3 years to review/update our PTA by-laws.  
· Communication Liaison – Work to increase communication between home and school by transferring information and news to the PTA Webmaster, front sign chair and to the main office for morning announcements.  
· Craft Fair – Recruit craft vendors, advertise the event, set-up, organize helpers and parking lot monitors, etc.
· Enrichment Club – This committee has served different goals in the past and needs reviving, could mean organizing after school clubs or summer experiences.  
· Eighth Grade Class Night - Plan the award ceremony and dance that follows at year’s end.

· Fundraising/Ways and Means – Assist with the various fundraising events and efforts.  Host a Rock N Bowl, Spring Photos, Gertrude Hawk sale or suggest a fundraising event.
· Honor Roll - This committee works with the school administration to get incentives distributed three times a year to students who make the honor roll in 6th - 8th grade. 

· Hospitality - Provides refreshments/baked items as needed for special PTA or school events.
· Membership Drive – Help with the PTA membership drive. 
· Message Board - The chair is responsible for updating the sign in the front of the school.
· Newsletter – Help write or collect stories, news and events for the creation of and distribution of the OMS PTA newsletter.  

· New Student and Family Luncheon – Work with the guidance office to coordinate a welcome lunch for new students. 

· Nominating - Committee responsible for nominating one person for each PTA office for the following school year.  Active December through April and administer the annual election process.  THREE MEMBERS NEEDED.
· Odyssey of the Mind - Work with small groups of students to help them learn creative problem-solving methods while having fun in the process. 
· 6th Grade Recreation Night (Rec Night) – Chaperones needed some Friday evenings throughout the school year.
· 7th-8th Grade Recreation Night (Rec Night) – Chaperones needed some Friday evenings throughout the school year.

· Scholarship Committee- Review applications and announce winners/seniors. 
· School Directory - This is a publication that gathers, prints and distributions student contact information in the form of a directory.

· Staff Recognition Luncheon - Show your appreciation for the school staff.
· Variety Show - This committee publicizes auditions, prescreened performers, secures building space, and arranges for volunteers for the night of the performance.
