Student Code of Conduct and Chaperone Guidelines
"Our primary goal tonight is to provide a safe and secure environment for the students. 
This is their night to come out and socialize with their peers and have fun!”
 
Student Code of Conduct  
1. Rec Nights are for O'Rourke middle school students only. No guests are allowed.
2. Doors open at 7:00 p.m. Once students enter the building, they must remain inside the building and should not exit into the parking lot until a parent or designee arrives to pick them up. 
3. Students are expected to be respectful to fellow students, chaperones, school officials, and all school property.
4. Students are expected to adhere to school dress code or they will be asked to call home and arrange a wardrobe change. (Undergarments need to be completely covered while very short shorts/skirts, halter tops, spaghetti straps, low necklines, and stomach revealing clothing is prohibited).
5. All electronic devices and cell phones need to be off and out of sight. A student must get permission from a chaperone if they need to use their cell phone to call home for a pick up.  There are ample landline school phones that students can be directed to use. 
6. Students are encouraged to dance, but they need to respect personal space and physical proximity.  Displays of affection (i.e. kissing, hugging, inappropriate touching, etc.) are prohibited.  
7. Students should be in authorized areas only.
8. To avoid personal injury - horseplay, running and wrestling are not permitted in the cafeteria or hallways.
9. All students are expected to comply with directions of school officials and parent chaperones. 

10. For safety reasons - students are expected to dance upright on their feet (for example - laying on the floor, flips, handstands and piggy back rides are not permitted) and shoes must be worn at all times.

Consequences - Students who are found to be in violation of the rules will receive one warning.  Students who repeat the violation will be taken to a school administrator and may be instructed to have a parent pick them up.  Any dangerous violation or public displays of affection are strictly prohibited and no warnings will be given, you will immediately be directed to a school administrator.
Chaperone Guidelines - We need to be committed to providing a safe and orderly evening, please stay alert and immediately approach a student who is violating the rules and take appropriate action!  All chaperones must enforce the rules and consequences consistently and fairly. You are also reminded to refrain from using electronic devices so that your full attention is on providing a safe environment for our children.   Chaperone's who are scheduled to be in the gym, we ask that you please provide the students with a safe environment and be mindful that typically multiple games at one time pose a safety issue – feel free to supply 1 or 2 games in the gym at a time (basketball, volleyball, dodge ball, indoor soccer, etc.)
